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Part I. Public Investment Programme  
         Chapter 1. Introduction  

Public Investment Programme and Technical Assistance Needs document 
covers 2007-2009 (PIP) and were prepared by the Ministry of economic 
development and trade of the Republic of Tajikistan. Earlier PIP documents were 
prepared for the periods of 1996 -1998, 1998 - 2000, 2001- 2003, 2004 - 2006 and 
2006-2008. The principal purpose of the three previous PIPs was to provide 
potential donors with a list of investment projects for which the Government was 
seeking funds. These documents were not part of a macroeconomic country strategy 
or a coherent part of a medium term budget framework.   Since the previous PIP 
document presentation, the Government prepared a Poverty Reduction Strategy 
Paper (PRSP). The PRSP was a broad collaborative effort of the representatives of 
the government, civil society and business interests elaborating on policies for 
poverty reduction in Tajikistan. The Government is aware of the need to strengthen 
the management of foreign financed public investments as well as of the PRSP 
policy links the medium term budget framework that underpins the country’s 
economic strategy. The PIP was designed to achieve as many of the PRSP goals as 
possible.  
 
          Chapter 2 Country Profile  
 Tajikistan is a landlocked, mountainous country. It borders Afghanistan, 
China, Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan. Mountain ranges divide north of the country 
from the central part and the east from the west the country. 
 The country has large hydropower resources. The promise of inexpensive 
electric energy specialized Tajikistan in aluminum smelting. The favorable high 
temperatures and the long crop growing season combined with plentiful river waters 
for irrigation made Tajikistan also ideal for specialization in cotton agriculture. 
These factors determine the basic economic structure of the country. In industrial 
production, besides aluminum, there is, at varying operational capacities, 
infrastructure for chemicals, fertilizers, cement, vegetable oil, metal-cutting machine 
tools, textiles and other. Tajikistan has mineral resources in the form of some 
petroleum, uranium, mercury, brown coal, lead, zinc, antimony, marble, tungsten, 
gold, silver and precious and semi – precious stones.  
 There are about 20000 km. Paved roads, about 500 km. of common carrier 
railroads, and about four major airports three of them serve international travel.  
 

         Chapter 3.  The Transitional Economy  
 

 Following independence in 1991, economic conditions in Tajikistan 
deteriorated sharply. The break-up of the Soviet Union accounted partly for these 
developments: the budget transfers from the Central Union budget stopped and inter-
republic trade and payments arrangements collapsed. In the political uncertainty 
following the separation from the Soviet Union, civil unrest started which lasted 
until 1997, which resulted in much destruction to infrastructure base and large 
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population displacement. The economic damage from these vents is estimated at 
about US$ 7 billion. Natural disasters of 19992 and 1993 aggravated the economic 
condition. The GDP level decreased sharply, budget deficit increased and 
hyperinflation emerged. Since 1997 the Government was able to start programs for 
economic recovery. The IMF”s Post-Conflict facility and Enhanced Structural 
Adjustment facility (ESAF) came into effect (1198-2001). ESAF program was later 
called Poverty Reduction and Growth Facility (PRGF).  These programs were aimed 
at macroeconomic stabilization and introduced structural reforms designed for 
transition to market economy. To restore the real economy, the authorities started to 
cooperate with various international financial institutes and international 
humanitarian organizations. The broad hallmarks of the initial programs were price 
and trade liberalizations, privatizations of state enterprises, land reform, improved 
access to basic education and health, and legal and institutional reforms.    

It is necessary to note, that as a consequence of the accepted measures by the 
Government of the Republic of Tajikistan on stabilization of macroeconomic 
indicators, growth of inflation has been suspended and policy had success with 
declines in the exchange rate differentials. Since 1997 GDP growth has started to be 
restored gradually. From 2001 up to 2005 the real GDP growth has made on average 
more than 8,8 %.   

Basic macroeconomic indicators of the Republic of Tajikistan as of 2000-

The process of land reform and farm privatization has accelerated since mid- 

1998. Half of all arable land is now in private hands. However, the rural sector 
requires infrastructure in road networks, communication, and extension services. It is 
difficult to develop private sector agriculture without development of market 
infrastructure such as processing facilities fir perishable surplus vegetables and fruits, 
and expansion of distribution and retail network, rural banking facilitates, and private 
sector input supply. One of the necessary components of rural sector private activity is 
the availability of financing. Strengthening the banking institutions will increase 
domestic savings and facilitate efficient credit allocation for private business activities. 

Privatization of state enterprises has been largely completed for small firms. 
Almost a quarter of medium and large enterprises have been sold. On November 7, 
2003 decree No 486 “About strategic plan to privatization of medium and large 
enterprises and restructurization of natural monopolies and large enterprises for 2003-
2007” was designed and approved by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan. 
The principal goal of this plan is to carry out stage-by-stage privatization of all 
medium and large enterprises till the end of 2007. Privatizations in the 
Communications and the Transport sectors are also being planned. Progress is also 
being made in simplifying the legal and regulatory framework for development of the 
private sector and the proper functioning of markets. The Government is also 
determined to fight corruption. A Law on Corruption was adopted by the Parliament 
of the Republic of Tajikistan. The Ministry of Finance is improving the management 
of the external public dept. It is regulating all external borrowing and limiting any 
non-concessionary borrowings. 

Experience of implementation of Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper according 
to available information on the basis of calculation of the general level of absolute 
poverty to level of incomes and on the basis of 2.15 US$ and 1.08 US$ according to 
purchasing-power parity per day shows, that, since 1999 level of poverty was 
reduced from 83 % up to 64 % in 2003 and, according to some rating data, up to 57 
% in 2004.  Absolute poverty has been reduced twice from 36 % in 1999 up to 18 % 
in 2003.  

Considering the tendency of economic growth the level of poverty was 
reduced during 2005 and 2006, however the exact dimension of reduction will be 
determined only in 2007 according to results of the planned population’s living 
standard research.  

It is necessary to note, that in 2005 the President of the country have initiated 
development of the long-term National Strategy of Development (NSD) of the 
Republic of Tajikistan until 2015 and starting with it medium-term Poverty 
Reduction Strategy (PRS) of the Republic of Tajikistan for 2007-2009 in order to 
increase population’s living standard.  
 

Poverty Reduction Strategy based on available resources and additional needs 
contains concrete actions on implementation of structural and economic reforms 
providing achievement of steady high economic growth in the country, increase in 
volumes and qualities of the social services to alleviate poverty level. 
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In view of existing problems of social and economic development and the 
lessons taken from realization of previous PRSP, in the given Strategy as the basic 
directions of country’s development policy and poverty reduction are: 
 

� Public Management Improvement with the purpose to increase transparency, 
accountability and efficiency of state authorities and struggle against corruption as 
well as creation favorable macroeconomic, structural and legal environment for 
development; 
 

�   Assistance to steady economic growth through 
  

  private sector 
development and encouragement of investments into economy, in particular to 
energy, transport infrastructure and cotton sectors. It is supposed to be achieved 
through the expansion of economic liberty, strengthening of the property rights, 
development of partnership between government and private sector; 

 
�   
  

 Development of human potential through improvement of access and 
advancement of quality of social services to the poor, activization of population’s  
participation in the development process, strengthening of social partnership. 

Concentration of all state and society efforts on these directions will allow to 
use available internal resources and external assistance received by Tajikistan most 
effectively, expand opportunities for development of poor population, and society as 
well as to reduce poverty in the country. 
         In the Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper of the Republic of Tajikistan for 
2007-2009 for realization of priority measures the amount of 260, 4 million US 
dollars is envisaged.  

 

         Chapter 4. Coverage and Effectiveness of PIP 
 

The PIP, ideally, is the planning of public investment programs prepared 
within a realistic financial framework. Because the financial resources are scares, PIP 
establishes quantifiable priorities among investment programs. All the programs are 
judged against a set of criteria and pass tests to ensure that they are of sufficient 
quality and priority. By showing which investments do not yet have funding 
committed for their realization, the PIP document helps to mobilize external financial 
resources. The Government objective is on policy making and its regulatory role to 
foster favorable environment for private sector activities. The increased participation 
of private sector where it rightly belongs in the economy will better contribute to the 
income generation and poverty reduction in Tajikistan.  

In this connection projects in the PIP include investments by government 
departments, agencies and state corporate entities. Some of the project costs may be 
financed from the state budget or may involve government guaranteed loans or grants.  
Technical assistance projects are presented in the PIP separately 
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Chapter 5. Macroeconomic Considerations and PIP 
 
The PIP spending is part of the Government’s Medium-Term Budget 

Framework. The MTBF should be a comprehensive structure taking into account the 
projected performance of the economy, dept obligation, the economic policies, 
including to a large extent, the PRSP. In the coming years, the budget expenditures 
will remain broadly in the line with our projected economic growth and inflation 
targets. The current expenditures are expected to increase slightly over this period 
mainly due to the spending in Education, Health and Social Protection sectors. The 
Government is strengthening the budget preparation process to improve expenditure 
targeting and monitoring the budget spending on poverty programs. In 2005 32 min. 
Somoni were allocated from the budget to alleviate any negative impact on the poor 
due to economic policy.   

According to the Government’s Economic and Financial Policies under the 
PRGF framework, the medium- term macroeconomic policies will adhere to 
effective policy implementation, sustained economic growth, stable exchange rate, 
and low inflation. As a result of realization of the specified program the real GDP 
growth composed for 9,2 % and the inflation rate in 2005 has decreased to 7,1 % in 
comparison to December, 2004.  

An agreement was reached during the meeting of the President of the Republic 
of Tajikistan with the President of the Russian Federation to write off the debt of 
the Republic of Tajikistan to the Russian Federation in the amount of 242,4 million 
US$. The remained amount of debt of 50 million US dollars is repaid by Tajikistan 
by share holding of Russia in construction of Sangtuda HPS-1. Besides, agreements 
were reached with a number of the countries - creditors on external debt re-
structuring. In the end of 2005 the Executive Board of the International Monetary 
Fund has take a decision on write-off of a debt of the Republic of Tajikistan in the 
amount of 99 million US dollar.

          Chapter 6. Implementation  

The 2006-2008 PIP is comprised of 65 projects for the amount of 931.8 
million US dollars. 24 ongoing projects (total cost is 464.6 million USD), and 41 – 
new (total cost is 467.2 million USD).

Chapter 7. Financing of the PIP 
 
Sources of financing for public investment include donor fund, the budget, and 

other sources. The investment projects and technical assistance (TA) in the PIP have 
been groped into three categories:  

a) Projects with secured financing (signed agreements with donors);  
 
b) projects with some or no secured financing that are seeking funds, (some of 

these projects are in the negotiations process with identified donors); and  
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c) New technical assistance projects that have no secured financing 
arrangements. The investment project information sheets, (PIS), and technical 
assistance profiles have been compiled as Annexes III, IV and V in this document.

  Chapter 8.  Process and Composition of the PIP  
 
 In May 2006, interested ministries and agencies were requested to submit 
proposals for new projects for consideration in the updated 2007-2009 PIP 
document. All submissions were received in the end of August 2006. Following this 
meetings were held with some government agencies to clarify the data submitted and 
to sort out their respective priorities.   
 All new projects proposals submitted underwent a brief screening and 
selection process to ensure projects included were considered a priority of the 
Government. To prioritize the new project proposals submitted the following criteria 
were used: 
 

•  Strategic Considerations  
 

Does the project reflect the overall growth strategy of the Government as well 
meet a sector objective and strategy?  
 

The overall growth strategy has been clearly outlined in various government 
documents, with the main document being the Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper 
(PRSP). The sector strategies have been outlined in the second section of this 
document entitled “Sector strategies and Policies”. These sector strategies have been 
developed from various documentations received from government agencies and 
through meetings held with government officials.  
 

•  Project Formulation  
  
Has the project submission been properly formulated?  
 

- The quality of the project submission was a high consideration in the 
selection process. Many project proposals put forward were not properly formulated 
and the cost estimates provided were questionable.   
     

•  Economic Justification  
  
Have all costs and benefits of the project been identified? Was there any 
documentation to support your cost estimates? Has a feasibility study been done? 
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Additionally, is the project a responsibility of the Government or should it be left to 
the private sector?   
 If there was no justification provided, in many cases it was recommended that 
a feasibility study be conducted.   
 

•  Capacity to Implement  
 

Does the implementing agency have the capacity to implement the project? Is the 
necessary ancillary infrastructure in place? Are there any regulatory framework 
requirements? 
 

The implementation capacity will be reconsidered when projects are in their 
feasibility study.  
 

•  Environmental and Social Impacts  
Have any potential environment and/or social impacts been considered? 
  

The investment projects should be in line with the Law of the Republic of 
Tajikistan «About environment protection and national ecology standards of the 
Republic of Tajikistan ». 
 
          Chapter 9. PIP Codes and Sector Classifications  
 

Every project in the PIP document has been allocated a PIP code for 
identification purposes. The codes have three letters followed by two numbers. The 
three letter prefix refers to the sector category. A number of summary tables have 
been created relative to these sectors. The key sectors and code prefixes are as 
follows:

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Chapter 10. PIP 2007-2009. 
 

The PIP 2007-2009 includes 79 projects for total cost of 1 749,7 million USD. 
27 ongoing projects (total cost 1 079,0 million USD), 52 – new (total cost 670,7 
million USD).  

Table 4 PIP 2007-2009 by Sector illustrates the breakdown of projects by 
Sector for each year. The numbers in each sector includes on-going projects (those 
with secured financing) and new projects (some of which have identified potential 
funding sources). Some new projects are not approved formally yet but they 
considered being of high priority. 

During the Consultative Group meeting held in 2003 and 2004, some donors 
proposed to increase in PIP the amount of social projects, (health and education) and 
to decrease the amount of industrial infrastructure projects.  
           Due to limited investment opportunities inclusion of additional social sector 
projects had found out to be a very difficult process. Despite that fact the 
Government tried to fulfill this request during the designing of PIP 2007-2009.  

Additionally, in order to address better the new project needs, the Government 
will target grant funding sources.

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The table shows the infrastructure sectors, particularly Energy and Transport 
receiving the bulk of projects totaling USD 791,0 mln. or 69,1% over three year 
period. This includes a number of major projects with loan financing that are still in 
implementation. Well maintained infrastructure increases productivity and economic 
growth in all sectors, facilitates access to markets, competition and activity in private 
sector.  .  

The PRSP recognizes the infrastructure provides access of the poor to water, 
electricity, and transport. The social sector projects of Health, Education, Social 
Security, and labour, Urban Water Supply and Sewage represent 12,1% of the total 
amounting to USD 138,9 mln. Finally, the projects in agriculture, irrigation and rural 
water supply amount to USD 150,1 mln. or 13,1% of the total.  

 
  Table №5 «Sources of financing» indicates the sources and potential sources 

of financing. Under «External financing» there are sources that have been secured, 
those under discussion and also projects that require financing. The Domestic 
Financing includes the budget and other sources. Projected financing for 2007 from 
external and domestic financing fro on-going and new projects could reach USD

On certain projects included in the PIP 2007-2009 from the total amount of 

external borrowings for 2007 more than 147 mln. USD (7 projects) shouldn’t be 
considered as direct borrowing of the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan. 
 Such projects include: Improvement of Water Supply in Khujand (EBRD extended 
a loan to “Khujandvodokanal”), Project on Rehabilitation of Energy Sector IDB loan 
of USD 12.0 mln. and ADB loan of USD 37,1 mln., « Reduction of energy losses» 
(the WB loan of USD 15 mln.) «Reconstruction of power distribution networks in 
Dushanbe» (KDF loan of USD 13,0 mln.), «Construction of small HPPs to supply 
electricity to rural areas»  (IDB loan of USD 9,2 mln.), Construction of power line 
500 kWt "South –North " (Loan of People Republic of China of USD 267,2 mln.), 
and Construction of power line "Lolazor-Khatlon" 500 kWt. (Loan of People 
Republic of China of USD 55,2 mln.) and others. “Barki Tojik” and “Tojik Gas” are 
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responsible for repayment of the borrowing on energy sector projects and these loans 
will not be repaid by the budget of the Republic of Tajikistan.  
     Also it is needed to mention, that credit agreement for total cost of USD 259, 9 
million on «Rehabilitation of Dushanbe-Chanak road project» was signed between 
the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan and People’s Republic of China.    
 
 
Part IV. Grants and Technical Assistance Programme 2007-2009. 
 
         Chapter 11. Introduction  
 

The attached list of grant and Technical Assistance projects (TA) (Summary 
table 4) is based on submissions by Ministries and Government agencies as well as 
some donors. All new TAs proposals submitted by government agencies fro this PIP 
and those seeking donor financing have a brief Technical Assistance Profile 
included.  
 

Chapter 12. Grant and TA Programme for 2007-2009. 
  

             The total Grant and TA Programme consist of 203 projects amounting to 
estimated USD 641,4 mln. 88 projects from the total amount of grants and TA have 
identified funding sources where funds have either been committed or promised.   

The projects under the TA Programme have been distributed among sector. 
The social sector of Education, Health, Social Security and Labour, Water Supply 
and Urban Sewage are estimated to receive USD 272,4 mln., accounting for 42,4 % 
of the total grant and TA Programme. The Economic Management sector is expected 
to obtain about US$ 101,8 mln., which is 15,9 % of the total. The projects under this 
sector target public sector reform and institutional capacity building in economic and 
financial management, and in tax and customs administrations (Table 6).

         Chapter 13. Project Information Sheet (PIS) 
 

The format used for project proposal submissions are referred to as the Project 
Information Sheet. The text part of the PIS includes sections on project objective, 
background and rationale, description, which includes a breakdown of costs by 
components, status, sources of external finance, technical assistance, and recurrent 
costs. 
 The Project Financing section of the PIS is broken down into three categories. 
First is the external funding source. For ongoing projects this figure represents 
funding that has been identified and committed, whereas for new projects this 
funding is being sought. The second component represents the funds expected from 
the national budget. This category primarily represents the counterpart funding 
(government contribution), expected from the national budget when financing from a 
donor is secured and for new projects the counterpart funding the government is 
expected to put forward. The third category, other financing, indicates funding from 
other sources including self-generating revenue.   
 
Chapter 14. Grant and Technical Assistance Profile  
 
 The form used for Grant and Technical Assistance Projects differs from the 
Project Information Sheet format. The text components only include the project, 
justification, description, and implementation status. The financing of the TA 
project shows the total project cost with funding from external sources and 
national budget without detailed breakdown by year. As indicated in the PIS, for 
ongoing TA projects the figures indicate actual funding commitments whereas for 
new projects it is the funding that is being sought.

The subsequent columns show the cost of the project for each 
year of the PIP with a three year total. Each year is broken down into External 
Financing, Budget and Other Sources. As mentioned earlier, for Ongoing projects 
the External Financing, Budget, and Other Sources columns represent funding that is 
being sought or currently under negotiations.   
 
Summary Table 4: Grants and Technical Assistance 2007-2009   

 Summary Table 4 provides a list of all Ongoing and New TA projects that 
will be implemented during the PIP. The table columns include total project cost, 
government budget contribution, external financing, status of the project, the 
amount of funding committed and the donor(s) who made the commitments. A 
figure in the “Commitment” column suggests that there is a firm commitment 
from the donor. If a donor has been identified but there is no figure in the 
commitments column, this means the negotiations are in the process with a 
specified donor but there ifs no firm commitment as of yet.

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Agriculture accounts for over a quarter of GDP, 
over half of employment and a third of exports 
earnings (mainly the cotton fiber). Arabic land 
consists of 8-10 percent of total land area.

In Tajikistan 90 percent of agricultural output 
is produced on arable land. Agriculture is the 
major water user, which uses around 85 
percent of water resources used.  Agriculture 
employs around 70 percent of the 
economically active population percent, which 
share in GDP is about 25 percent work  
 
The total area of land suitable for irrigation is 
1.6 mln. ha., of which by now 718,000 ha has 
been used. 
 
In 2005, financing of irrigation systems from 
the Republican budget was 16.1 mln. USD.

Sewage services are provided only to the 
urban population, which is 28 percent of the 
country’s population. On the whole, sewage 
facility capacity is around 50 percent. As a 
consequence, wastewaters in part go directly 
to rivers without biological and mechanical 
treatment.

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Tajikistan is renowned for its potential 
hydropower resources, estimated at 527 
billion kWh.  However, Tajikistan, at present, 
is able to generate about 3% of this capacity.  
Actually, there is a shortage of electricity 
supply in winter.  The deficit is covered by 
electricity imports from Uzbekistan, 
Kyrgyzstan, and Turkmenistan.

On the river Vakhsh are 
constructed and function successfully 
Cascade of Vahsh HPPs, with general 
capacity of 285 megawatt, on the river 
Varzob Cascade of Varzob HPPs with general 
capacity of 25 megawatt, on the river 
Sirdarya-Kairakkum the HPS with capacity 
126 megawatt, on Pamir Khorog and Pamir 
HPP with general capacity of 22,7 megawatt.

In accordance with 
today's conditions as the first main variant of 
construction of Rogun HPP is considered the 
variant of installation of 2 generators with 
capacity of 600 MWt. 
General planned capacity of Rogun HPP is 
3600 MWt with annual generation of 13,1 
billion kWt/h of electric power. 
Implementing the long-term regulation of the 
Vakhsh river drain, Rogun HPP will allow 
not only to increase the overall generation of 
electric power on Vakhsh river cascade, but 
mainly, to operate in any necessary mode, 
generating electric power not only in 
summer, but also in winter time. Thus, the 
water-supply of agricultural industries of 
Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, Afghanistan 
irrespective of water content will be 
guaranteed. 
Simultaneously, in 2004, the Agreement 
about completion of construction of one more 
important object of energy of the Republic of 
Tajikistan – Sagtuda HPP-1, capacity 670 
mWt and with annual power generation of  
2,7 billion kWt/h was signed with the 
Government of the Russian Federation. The 
hydro power station has full energy effect. 
The Agreement about construction of 
Sangtuda HPP-2 with annual generation of 
electric power about 1,0 billion kWt/h was 
signed between the Government of the 
Republic of Tajikistan and the Government 
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of Islamic Republic of Iran and its putting 
into operation is planned in 2009. 
It is necessary to note that at present time 
to the power sector of the republic has 
been attracted about USD 1,0 billion of 
investments. 
After full operation of Rogun HPP, 
Sangtuda HPP-1  and Sangtuda HPP-2 the 
electric power generation in the Republic 
of Tajikistan will reach 33,5 billion 
kWt/h. The republic needs for its own 
consumption (estimated) maximum 23 - 
25 billion kWt/h, surplus of the electric 
power may compose approximately 8-10 
billion kWt/h per year. 
Considering the issues of construction of 
Rogun HPP, Sangtuda HPP and other 
HPP-s, the ministry simultaneously 
considers issues of sale markets of power 
generated in these hydro power stations. 
At present there are some countries, both 
in CIS and abroad, which are ready to buy 
in our republic a high competitive in the 
region electric power. Export of the 
electric power, owing to a geographical 
location of Tajikistan, is economically 
sound both to CIS countries and abroad. 
Unfortunately earlier constructed power 
transmission lines cannot be effectively 
used. Turkmenistan’s power supply 
system has completely left the united 
power supply system. Uzbekistan’s power 
transmission lines are not in a condition to 
provide transit of Tajikistan’s electric power 
surpluses to other countries even in summer 
period due to overloading related with  
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increase of power consumption by regions of 
the country and development of export 
activity. At present time variants of 
distribution of capacity and power of Rogun 
HPP and Sangtuda HPP-1 and 2 to Pakistan, 
Afghanistan, Iran, Russian Federation and 
China has been developed. The arrangement 
about joint construction of transmission line 
765 kV “Rogun-Kalai-Khumb-Khorog - 
Peshawar” of 650 km in length is reached 
with the Government of Pakistan.  The 
estimated cost of power transmission lines 
is USD 274,3 million. The investment 
project of transmission line - 500 kV of 1100 
km in length “Rogun-Kunduz-Puli Khumri - 
Kabul - Jelalabad – Peshawar” is developed. 
The understanding with the Ministry of 
Energy and Water Management of 
Afghanistan regarding energy supply is 
reached. By common efforts of subdivisions 
of the Ministry of Energy of the Republic of 
Tajikistan the distribution networks in frontier 
northern areas of Afghanistan were 
rehabilitated. Through the rehabilitated PTL- 
110 kV, the Kunduz city is being supplied 
with electric energy. Now the transmitted 
capacity is 10-15 kV. 
The protocol on intentions with the 
Islamic Republic of Iran regarding 
transmission of the electric power to Iran 
in volume of 6 billion kWt./h is signed. 
Today Tajikistan has an opportunity to 
export electric power about 1,5-2 billion 
kWt/h to Iran in summer period. The 
Iranian party considers solution of issue 
of the electric power transit through the 
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Republic of Uzbekistan and the Republic 
of Turkmenistan. The investment 
proposal on construction of PTL- 500 kV 
“Rogun-Sangtuda-Kunduz-Puli Khumri- 
Kabul - Herat – Meshed” has been 
developed. The construction of PTL- 500 
kV “South – North” will improve not 
only efficiency of parallel operation of 
power systems of Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan, 
Southern Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Russia, 
Turkmenistan and Afghanistan, but also 
will allow to transmit the electric power 
surpluses from these countries to the 
southern direction. 
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The Tajikistan economic development is still closely 
linked with transport connections both with 
neighboring countries and near and far abroad 
countries.  
 
By the characteristics of its remote location and 
its highly mountainous geography, the 
movement of cargo and passengers heavily 
relies on road transport (about 90 percent). 
 
The length of major paved main roads in 
Tajikistan is 32,000km., of which unpaved local 
roads are 13,803 km, being the responsibility of 
the Ministry of Transport (as of 01.01.2006). 
 
Rail transport is strategic because is caries 
mostly international cargo. The three separate 
sections of the rail system go through 
Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan. The total length 
of the rail network is 950,7 km. And total 
transportation volume is 12114,2 km.). The 
railways and railways stocks are worn out and 
need reconstructing. The road traffic volume has 
declined since independence and its density is 
lights. Many roads, which traverse mountains, 
including the main mountain range between the 
north of the country and central Tajikistan are 
closed in winter due to snowfalls. Many road 
and about 500 bridges were destroyed during the 
civil war. Since then much of the network fell 
into further serious disrepair due to natural 
disasters and poor maintenance. Out of the 
number of bridges mentioned, only 28 have 
been restored due to inadequate financing. The 
road maintenance has been on an emergency 
basis or with foreign financial assistance.

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The telecommunications sector is being 
developed.  The cable network, exchanges, 
equipment, and other physical assets of 
telecommunication sector are outdated and 
need modernizing.  26 percent of 
equipment is still analog.  In rural areas 
(where 72 percent of the population 
resides) the telephones density is 0.6 
phones per 100 individuals.  Mountainous 
geography makes phone links expensive 
and isolates many districts. 
  
Pursuant to Resolution No. 337 of the 
Government of the Republic of Tajikistan 
on the Tajikistan Communications 
Ministry dated 05.07.2001, the Ministry 
may not interfere with economic activities 
of communication subdivisions, which are 
independent economic entities and that 
provided a very positive impact on the 
cellular communication development in 
Tajikistan.  Thus, for instance, 9 companies 
received 15 mobile cellular 
communications license of different 
standards such as AMPS, GSM, CDMA, 
3G-UMTS.

Decrease in a level of 
attendance of school is observed, gender break is 
marked, the barriers to getting of basic education 
by all children from needy groups of the 
population are increasing, there are no modern 
textbooks, an infrastructure of schools is in 
unsatisfactory condition, including: 1549 
schools are needed major rehabilitation, 248 
schools are in an emergency condition and due 
to absence of classrooms 78 schools are conduct 
studies in private houses.  
The conducted national and international 
education system condition researches and the 
results of selective monitoring of education 
quality assessment are determined that along 
with positive parameters of education system 
reform the restrictive factors are operating that 
hamper provision of equal access to qualitative 
education. Because of chronic shortage of 
financing in education sector there are lack of 
600,0 thousand student's places, 25 % of 
compulsory schools unaccomplished by 
student's furniture, technical training facilities, 
devices and visual aids. The low level of salary 
and negative influence of inter-sector and inter-
branch disproportions in remuneration of labour 
have led to leaving of the qualified teachers

The health financing system is not adequate 
and does not meet requirements of the 
population and the sector. The 
corresponding lowering of the population 
health status and worsening the health care 
quality system has contributed to a sharp 
need in conducting reforms in the sector. To 
this end, the Government developed Long-
Term health Reform Concept No. 94 dated 
04.03.02. The concept includes the key 
elements of the health reform. The reform 
model includes restructuring of the health 
services provision and the qualitative 
development of primary health based on  the 
family medicine introduction, changing 
health funding and the pay to health service 
suppliers, MIS, and population involvement 
in the health solution.

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The Ministry of Labor and Social Protection 
carries out the public policies to reduce 
poverty among the country’s population 
using various methods.  Initially, one of the 
ways to reduce poverty among the most 
vulnerable group of the population, which 
are school age children, was approbation 
and then the implementation of the targeted 
Cash Compensation Program (CCP) aiming 
at school children social protection across 
the country. 
In 2000, the Ministry assisted by the World 
Bank implemented a pilot CCP Reform 
Program in two district of the country – 
Shahrinav and Shurobod.  The pilot project 
covered 55 schools in Shahrinav and 48 
schools in Shurobod. 
The CCP essence is to define 25 percent of 
the neediest children of total school age 
children attendance to provide support to 
access to school.  CCPs are meant to 
purchase textbooks, stationary, clothes, and 
shoes.  To ensure openness and 
transparency of the process, the new public 
organizations such as the Parent Teacher 
Associations (PTA) and School Committees 
elected by PTAs have been set and have 
actively been developing.  The outcomes of 
the CCP introduction for school age 
children form the most needy households 
were following: 
 
•  Attendance and attainment have been 

improved, including those among girls; 
•  Compensation payments have also 

contributed to the establishment of some 
conditions benefiting the intellectual 

The Government’s 
objective remains 
providing targeted support 
to the most vulnerable 
groups in the society by 
paying direct cash 
compensations to 
households having many 
children.  The CCP Project 
started in January 2002 in 
the whole country has 
identified the following 
problems: 
•  Inflation growth has 

reduced the real 
compensation 
purchasing power. 

•  In some cases school 
commissions consider 
and prove the list of 
children in need of 
compensations 
irregularly.  There were 
incidences when the 
school children lists 
were renewed once in 
six months but not 
quarterly. 

•  District and school 
commissions have  
problems regarding 
CCPs as a lot of paper 
work is involved.  All 
works are made on 
voluntary principal and 
are not materially 
stimulated. 

Analysis of the CCP program 
would allow recommending for 
the increasing of its 
effectiveness: 

 
•  Increasing the number of CCP 

beneficiaries accounting for 
inflation growth for consumer 
products and stationery.  The 
restriction that only three 
school age children from one 
family are eligible for 
compensation should be 
should be increased. 

 
•  Along with a minimum wage 

increase the CCP should be 
increased accordingly. 

         
•  As to a first six months of 2005 

the number of secondary 
schools in comparison with 
2004 has decreased by 55 and 
the number of students has 
increased up to 25% or by 
1 048 853 somoni (as of 2004). 

 
•  Due to changes in the social 

and economic development of 
the country, some provisions of 
the CCP Regulation should be 
revised.  It is linked with 
improvement of the social and 
economic development of the 
Republic of Tajikistan.

In conditions of market economy the State 
as guarantor of implementation of 
Constitution of the Republic of Tajikistan 
with the purpose of conducting of effective 
social policy takes care over disabled 
people. Therefore in Tajikistan the Social 
Targeted Assistance Program for the “very 
poor” should be introduced.  The program 
will be adjusted given the economic 
indicators of the country and the number of 
its beneficiaries will be reduced according 
to economic growth. 

The other method to decrease the 
poverty level is to increase of population’s 
real incomes and their living standards, 
through increasing of minimal wages up to 
subsistence wage, establishment the flexible 
pay system given qualifications; elimination 
of available sharp in the inter-sector and 
inter-branch pay disproportions, liquidation 
of wages arrears.

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In last years, the minimum wage rate and 
operating official salaries (tariff rates) of 
public servants have been increased ebery 
year. So, in 2001 the minimal wage has 
been increased three times and official 
salaries and tariff rates by 40%; in 2002 this 
increase made up: 33% and 40 %; in 2003 – 
25% and 20%; in 2004 – 40% and 25%; in 
2005 – 71% and 50%; in 2006 – 66% and 
40%. But the minimum wage is still very 
low - in 5,4 times below of monthly average 
wage and in 4,7 times below of food basket 
cost.  
The accrued nominal monthly average wage 
of one employee as of January-June, 2006 in 
the republic have increased on the average 
by 32% in comparison with the relevant 
period of 2005 and made up at 107,70 
somoni or USD 33,47. The level of real 
wage for this period (1-st six months of 
2006) has grown to 20,4 percent, i.e. a rate 
of real wages growth was 1,57 times below 
of rates of the nominal monthly average 
wages growth.  
In general throughout the country as of 

January-June, 2006 the wage of one 
employee made up at USD 1,14 per day that 
two times below of poverty level, accepted 
in Declaration of the United Nations at the 
Millennium Summit in September 2000 
which fixed the minimal remuneration of 
labour at USD 2,15 per day. 

Only 22,5% of the working people of 
the republic is able to cover own expenses 
by salaries. The existing wages level do not 
allow to cover minimum consumer basket 
cost, given the nutrition norms as of  the end 
of June, 2006 made up to 93,91 somoni 
(USD 29,18) per month for one family 
member despite the fact that, there are on

The tariff rate of the first 
ca tegory a t  the  rate  of  operat ing 
minimal  wages  has been established as 
a basis of SPS, thus a direct dependence 
of salary growth from minimal wage is 
envisaged. 

The tariff system of remuneration of 
labour of employees of the self-supporting 
organizations on the basis of SPS has 
justified itself and is being applied yet. 
Besides, in connection with stabilization 
of economy, last SPS is improved in 2003 
for the self-supporting organizations.    

 Organization of remuneration of labour 
on the SPS basis in the budget sector was 
carried out from 1993 up to 1998. During 
this period in the republic there was a 
deficiency of the state budget, therefore 
there was no opportunity of increase of 
official salaries and tariff rates 
proportionally to minimal wages growth.   

During last three years the issues of 
elimination of pay disproportions are 
resolved through differentiated increase. 
Last increase has been performed by the 
Decree of the President of the Republic of 
Tajikistan dd. April 1, 2006. The minimal 
wages increased up to 20,00 somoni per 
month or USD 6,22 and operating official 
salaries (tariff rates) of public servants on 
average increased by 40%, thus the 
payment of employees of primary health

Untimely payment is another 
problem in salary issues its. Despite of 
measures recently taken, including by the 
Ministry of Labour and Social Protection 
(throughout the country on strengthening 
the control over realization of the public 
management and coordination of labour 
relations policy, an established labour 
divisions are held regular inspection of 
state of affairs with remuneration of 
labour) arrears of wages remains high. So 
as the end of June, 2006 the total amount 
of wages arrears (taking into account last 
years) has been composed for 26,9 million 
somoni, or about 4% of annual wage fund. 
The highest arrear remains in sectors of 
consumer goods production: in the 
industry – 3,0 million somoni (11,3 % 
from the total amount of arrear), in 
construction – 3,8 million somoni (14,2 
%), in  agriculture – 15,2 million somoni 
(56,4 %) where it reaches up to 11 
monthly wage funds.   

The remuneration of labour in the industries, 
financed from the state budget, is still 
characterized by lack of financial resources. 
Lack of the state budgetary resources does 
not give an opportunity to increase a level of 
budgetary sphere employees’ salaries which 
in its turn does not allow completely to 
compensate decrease of living standard due 
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to its small sizes and high prices of 
consumer goods. 

In market economy conditions 
establishment of rent and joint-stock 
organizations, process of privatization has 
led to the change of ownership types and 
thus to reduction of number of employees 
whose salaries are financed from the 
state budget and is regulated by the state. 
The ownership structure, defined by 
statistical data, proceeding from number 
of employment as following; state 
ownership 14,7% from full employment 
in economy, private – 60,1% and 
collective – 23,8 %.   

 In new conditions of economy 
management the function of organization’s 
management and norm-setting should be 
a full prerogative of the organization, 
excluding direct intervention of the state in 
development of these processes. The 
state from the directive, prohibitive 
functions turns to performance of the 
objectives, defined by the organizations 
requirements and needs: development of 
norms and standards; tracking and 
propagation of the best practices; 
peopleware, etc. 
 
Pension policy  
Elaboration of proposals on development 
and improvement of state obligatory and 
voluntary social insurance system is the 
objective of the Ministry of Labour and 
Social Protection of the Republic of 
Tajikistan in the field of provision of 
pensions. It develops proposals on state 
policy in the field of the provision of 
pensions. The ministry carries out 
methodical maintenance and organizes 
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works on purpose, recalculation, payment 
and delivery of pensions and state social 
benefits on physical inability, in case of loss 
of bread-winner, and according to age and 
control over their purpose and payment, 
target expenditure of funds for provision of 
pensions. 
Participation in development of normative 
and regulatory acts on establishment of non-
government systems of pension’s provision.  
The critical shortage of funds adversely 
affects implementation of the legislation on 
social support and guarantees of the 
disabled.  Many boarding schools, 
vocational and technical schools, and 
sanatoriums need major repairs.  
Labor migrants from Tajikistan and their 
legal status abroad require support.  An 
institutional network to provide education, 
legal, and other assistance should be set up. 
The Basic Professional Education Concept 
is accepted and its implementation requires 
considerable financial and material support. 
 
Vocational training  
The Government has accepted (decision 
№227 from 7/1/2006) the “National action 
plan on reform of initial vocational training 
system and training in the Republic of 
Tajikistan for 2006-2015, that needed 
financial and material support. 
 
Employment of the population 
The most important problem is employment 
of youth. At present among the officially 
registered unemployed the youth is 68 %.  
Creation in the republic of new workplaces 
and provision with job of the able-bodied 
citizens are considered as the most 
important task.

At the beginning of 2006, the Government 
of the Republic of Tajikistan has accepted 
the Population’s Employment Support 
Program for 2006-2007. The priority actions 
on employment of unemployed citizens and 
creation of new workplaces are defined in 
this program.   
The Government of the Republic of 
Tajikistan has accepted in May, 2006 the 
Population’s Employment State Assistance 
Concept for 2006-2012. For implementation 
of this concept the national plan for 2006-
2012 is developed and approved.  
 
Migration  
Temporary and seasonal migration of 
physical persons, and transmigration of the 
physical persons within the Republic of 
Tajikistan and outside of it. 
 

The basic directions of the 
state population’s 
employment policy:
